19. The coffee tree produces its
first full crop when it is about 5
years old, thereafter it produces
consistently for 15 – 20 years.

20. Coffee berries do not ripen
uniformly. The same branch may
display ripe red berries, unripe
green berries and overripe black
berries. Conscientious growers
select only the ripe berries.
